542 (E), dated the 11" August 2025, in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary, Part II, Section 3,sub-section (i)
inviting objections and suggestions from all person likely to be affected thereby before the expiry of a
period of thirty days from the date on which copies of the Gazette containing the said notification were
made available to the public;

And whereas, copies of the said notification were made available to the public on the 11" August
2025;

And whereas, the objection and suggestions received from the public in respect of the said draft
rules have been considered by the Central Government;

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 87 of the Geographical Indications of
Goods (Registration and Protection) Act, 1999, (48 of 1999), the Central Government hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Geographical Indications of Goods (Registration and Protection)
Rules, 2002, namely: -
